
PUDGEEZ Crochet Pattern
Crocheter’s Valet / Pincushion / Desk Buddy / Toy

After doing the PUDGEEZ Knitter’s Valet, I decided to make the Crocheter’s
Valet. After all, when you’re crocheting you want your tools handy and
within reach too. I HATE digging around in a bag for what I need when
working on a project!! I found that because the “holes” in the fabric are
bigger it is better for crochet hooks and will even hold small scissors. The
valet also works great for a pincushion, a desk buddy, and a toy. With the
Crocheter’s Valets I have decided to do with noses instead of mouths as I did
with the Knitter’s Valet. Of course, you can give it a mouth, nose, ears,
whatever you choose. The PUDGEEZ Crocheter’s Valets pictured (Aunt
Minnie, Bacon, and Uncle Cletis) Finished valet is approx. 4" tall with a 4
1/2" diameter round weighted bottom.                                                                          

                                                                         
What you will need:
*2 oz. worsted weight yarn
* scrap yarn for hair, etc.
* crochet hook size G
* yarn needle 1



*polyfil and buttons for eyes
* old panty hose–actually about 4 or 5 inches from the toe up the leg
*rice–approx. 1/2 cup
*beginning round marker
* row counter     
Gauge: 4 stitches per 1"
Abbreviations:
ch–chain
sl st–slip stitch
sc–single crochet
sk–skip next single crochet stitch
***SLIP   STITCH   EVERY   ROUND  CLOSED   AND  CHA IN    1
BEFORE   BEGINNING   NEXT   ROUND—YOU HAVE BEEN WAR NED,

DIRECTIONS!!*********************
Here we go!
1. chain 6, sl st in 1st chain to form a loop
2. make 12 sc in loop
3. sc in 1st sc stitch, * make 2 sc in next sc stitch* repeat from * to * to end of
round
4. sc in all stitches to end of round
5. *sc in 1st stitch, make 2 sc in next sc stitch* repeat from * to *to end of
round
6. sc in 1st stitch, *make 2 sc in next sc stitch, sc in next 2 stitches* repeat from
* to * to end of round.
7 -11. sc in all stitches to end of round
12. sc in 1st stitch, sk 1sc, *sc in next 2 stitches, sk 1 sc* repeat from * to * to
end of round
13-17. sc in all stitches to end of round
18.  sc in 1st stitch, sk 1sc, *sc in next 2 stitches, sk 1 sc* repeat from * to * to
end of round
19-21. sc in all stitches to end of round

                                                      
***this is a good time to take the crochet  hook and pull the tail of yarn
through the original 12 sc stitches, pull closed, pull tail through to inside, knot
and weave in .  Next, put approx. 3/4 cup of rice in the toe of the pantyhose
and knot the open end. Squoosh this around in the bottom of the PUDGEEZ
so it fills out the bottom and continue crocheting.
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22. sc in 1st stitch, * sk 1 sc, sc in next 2 stitches* repeat from * to * to end of
round
23. sc in all stitches to end of round
24. sc in 1st stitch, * sk 1 sc, sc in next 2 stitches* repeat from * to * to end of
round***DO NOT SLIP STITCH THIS ROUND***
25. Cut yarn leaving a 5 or 6 inch tail. Slip stitch round together pulling tail
 all the way through. Weave tail through sc stitches , do not pull closed yet!!
26.  stuff with polyfil  and pull closed, knot off and push tail into to with
bottom of crochet hook.

Nose for people:
The nose can be as big or as small as you want. 
To start chain 8, sl st into loop and sc 12 in loop. Continue doing rounds until
nose is desired size and finish off as you did in step # 24 & 25 then stitch nose
to face with yarn needle.

Curly Hair :
chain 10 (shorter hair) or 14 (longer hair)
with a beginning tail of 2 or 3" long, turn and single crochet back up chain.
Cut yarn leaving 2 or 3" tail pulling tail through last loop knotting it. Run 1
side of tail through a single crochet  loop on the top of the valet head with the
crochet hook and using 2nd tail tie in a knot. Do this for all the the hair strands
you decide to make then pull up all the straight tails and trim.

Ears for animals:
Chain 9 and sc back and forth until you have a square. Fold in half to form a
triangle. Stitch in place.
Nose for animals:
chain 6 and slip stitch loop closed. Sc 12 inside loop, slip stitch closed, chain 1
and sc in all sc stitches, slip stitch and knot off at end of round. Stitch in place.
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
