
Super Simple Textured Scarf

This is a super simple textured scarf pattern great for a beginner.  The scarf pictured is one
in Bare Sheep Yarn Company’s ZEBRA STRIPES self striping yarn in the color way
Griffindor in a dk weight BFL wool. The scarf is textured on both sides and has a nice
clean edge to it. Any weight yarn will work though the width may be different. The width
can be easily adjusted by adding or deleting stitches in multiples of 2. Of course, the scarf
can be made any length you choose.  The scarf pictured is approx.  36 “ long  x   5"  wide
using the whole skein. Approved by Alex as cool enough for a 12 year old boy to wear to
school without fear of being picked on ;)

You will need the following:
*1– 100 gram skein
*size 6 straight or circular needles ( if you are using a different weight than DK use the
needle size appropriate to the yarn)
**my gauge was 6 stitches per inch and 6 rows per inch
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Stitches used:
K–knit
P–purl
YO– wrap yarn over needle from front to back as you would to knit a stitch
pass Yo K2– with left hand needle pick up the previous YO and passing it over the last two
knit stitches take it off the right hand needle, it will form a sort of bar enclosing the last two
knit stitches
slip last stitch unworked—don’t knit the last stitch, put right hand needle through the stitch
purl wise and take it off the left hand needle

Cast on 38 stitches
Row 1: P to last stitch, slip last stitch to right hand needle unworked
Row 2: K 1, * YO, K2, pass YO over K2 stitches * repeat from * to * to last stitch, slip last
stitch  to right hand needle unworked

Repeat Row 1 and 2 until you’ve just about run out of yarn and then bind off weaving in
loose end. Don’t forget to weave end your loose end from the cast on.
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
