My hands are the wost and get stiff when they are cold so |
decided to make my own fingerless gloves so thatduld keep my hands reasonably warm
and still type, knit, crochet, drive, etc. Now if Icould just think of a way to chew gum and
walk at the same time life would be great.

I would consider this an Intermediate pattern as ya are knitting in the round with double
pointed needles, cables are involved, and dealingttva “flipped” pattern for left and right
hands.

Here’'s what you need:

* 20z( 20z, 30z, 3 0z.) Dk or light worsted weiglyiarn

* Size 4 double pointed knitting needles (or sizeaeded to obtain gauge)
*row counter

*beginning round marker

*crochet hook size f for weaving in ends

*2 stitch holders

*2 cable needles
